
Greetings friends!
For the last two years the theme
for month 5  has been cultural
incongruities that may exist
between us in the North
Americas and those from
over seas. This year we
will build upon that with
some different and very
important information. 

This is an election year in the
USA and by the media we can
see clearly the predisposition for
European political views by the
contenders.  The  fact  is that
there are some who are only
contemporaries of a more
ancient origin. Upon inspection
these attitudes and political
ideologies are, as they were in

ancient times, in
opposition to the
government of Biblical
Israel and the original
intent of the founding
fathers of this great

Some call it progress
even though the evidence
confirms it as a demoralization
and a straying away from what
made this country so great.

DATA!

The DATA!
NOTE: New

moon seen the

[top right].

July 18, 2004 at even [after 6:00
PM] and before 9:48 PM
Jerusalem time zone [JST] new
moon 5 should be sighted. The
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moon will be about 1 day and 6
hours after conjunction with an
illumination of around 1.7%. 

Calculations show that we will
see the new moon here in the
USA [Mountain Standard Time]
on July 18 at even with about a
2.8% illumination. 

This will be chodesh 5 [Strong's
2320 - new moon] of the biblical
calendar year. See 1 Samuel
20:5 for a biblical example of the
use of the word "chodesh"
actually translated into English
for us as new moon. 

The Calendar of the Saints new
moon chart has a graph near
the bottom showing the number
and names of all the months
and the expected beginning
dates. 

New Moon watch for moon 5 Ab,
referred to as ... the fifth
month ... in Numbers 33:38,
Zech.7:3 was never named in
the Bible, is upon us! Yes, that's
correct. There has been no
name found for month 5 as was
month 4 not named in the Bible
either. So just where do the
names of the months come
from?

Names of the Month
Roman month

The Roman month of July
The Roman calendar month JULY
 
Named for Julius Caesar in 44
BC. The month originally had the
Roman name of Quintilis. July
has 31 days. 

In the year 46 BC,
the Greek
Sosigenes
convinced Julius
Caesar to reform
the Roman
calendar to a more
manageable form.
At this time, Julius
also changed the

number of days in the months to
achieve a 365 day year. In order
to "catch up" with the seasons,
Julius Caesar also added 90
days to the year 46 BC between
November and February (Vardi
1991, p. 238). 

"Veni, Vidi, Vici." -- "I came, I
saw, I conquored" said Caesar.

A bust of the "the
last Pharaoh" -

Cleopatra.

In the summer of
47 BC, having
married her
younger brother

Ptolemy XIV, Cleopatra and
Caesar embarked for a two
month on a trip along the Nile,
aboard a legendary boat.
Together, they visited Dendara,
where Cleopatra was being
worshipped as Pharaoh, an
honor beyond Caesar's reach.
They became lovers, and
indeed, she bore him a son,
Caesarion. In 4 BC, Cleopatra
and Caesarion left Alexandria for
Rome, where they stayed in a
palace built by Caesar in their
honor.

Caesar's acts were anything but
overlooked by the Romans. In
44 BC, he was killed in a
conspiracy by his Senators. With
his death, Rome split between
supporters of Mark Antony and
Octavian. Cleopatra was
watching in silence, and when
Mark Antony seemed to prevail,
she supported him and, shortly
after, they too became lovers. 

I suppose that one could say the
conquorer had been conquored?

The Jewish calendar month

'Abh (not named in
the Scriptures - KJV) 

In some sects of
Jewish the traditional
oral teachings we can
find information
regarding the month
AV. It is as follows
[bible version referred

to is the Torah]:

"Chodesh Av," the Month of Av,
is referred to in the Bible as the
"Fifth Month," counting from
Nisan, the "First Month." There
is a Biblical reference in
BaMidbar (33:38), where we find
"And Aharon the Priest went up
to Hor Hahar at the command of

G-d, and he died there in the
fortieth year after the Jewish
People had left Egypt, in the
fifth month, on the first of the
month." 

Another sect version reads:

Bamidbar: 33: 38
Then Aaron the Kohen went up
to Mount Hor by the mouth of
Hashem and died there, in the
fortieth year after the children of
Israel went forth from the land of
Egypt, in the fifth month on the
first of the month. 

In the KJV Bible we can confirm
parts of these writings, but not
the Jewish name for the month
itself as do not the original
Torah readings either, except to
mention the "fifth month".

Numbers 33:38 And Aaron the
priest went up into mount Hor at
the commandment of the LORD,
and died there, in the fortieth
year after the children of Israel
were come out of the land of
Egypt, in the first day of the fifth
month. [KJV]

However, for the Bible student it
should be noted that there are
several factions among each of
the faiths thus the sometimes
confusing and differing names of
the months, seasons, beginning
of years including sometimes
even the Holy Days.

From the earliest beginnings of
this great nation there has been
a core of true patriots who first
acknowledge God and His
hand in the affairs of men,
then there are the others.

It is noteworthy that the clergy

It is so very
natural and quite
easy to fall into the seductions
of politics and religious debate
among the general population. It
seems so very right, or left, to
be actively involved in deciding
who shall be the leader and
what shall be the next new rule
of the day. This is not at all
unlike the ancient Israelites
electing their kings, or the
priests electing only from among
themselves in the former
temples, like today's on or off-
grid corporate worship centers
do.

So where does this all leave
the saints? When the
governments and priests of the
congregations fail where then
can the people turn? Where do
the saints stand?

Joh 14:1  Let not your heart
be troubled: ... the Bible, God's
divinely inspired and preserved
Word, says this:

To the congregations of the
saints God instructs very
directly, “ Arise ye, and depart;
for this is not your rest: because
it is polluted, it shall destroy
you, even with a sore
destruction.  ” And be not
conformed to this world: but be
ye transformed by the renewing
of your mind, that ye may prove
what is that good, and
acceptable, and perfect, will of
God.  Mic 2:10; Rom 12:2

Make no mistake, the saints
are still among the Gentiles and
subject to their rule and laws, so
long as it doesn't violate God's
Law causing them to sin [Eze
6:8; Joh 14:15; Tit 1:14]. Not
unlike the shedding or putting
off of the old man upon baptism
the saints are to be separate
from yet submissive to the body

of the authorities
over them. 

Eph 4:21  If so
be that ye have
heard him, and
have been taught

by him, as the truth is in Jesus: 
Eph 4:22  That ye put off

concerning the former
conversation the old man, which
is corrupt according to the
deceitful lusts; 

1Pe 2:13  Submit yourselves
to every ordinance of man for
the Lord's sake: whether it be to
the king, as supreme; 

1Pe 2:14  Or unto governors,
as unto them that are sent by
him for the punishment of
evildoers, and for the praise of
them that do well. 

1Pe 2:15  For so is the will of
God, that with well doing ye may
put to silence the ignorance of
foolish men:

Does this give the saint
permission to participate in the
affairs of men? Perhaps in times
past, but what about after
conversion begins?

Eph 2:2  Wherein in time past
ye walked according to the
course of this world, according
to the prince of the power of the
air, the spirit that now worketh in
the children of disobedience: 

The saints rather walk in His
statutes serving  their Lord.

Deu 10:12  And now, Israel,
what doth the LORD thy God
require of thee, but to fear the
LORD thy God, to walk in all his
ways, and to love him, and to
serve the LORD thy God with all
thy heart and with all thy soul, 

Deu 10:13  To keep the
commandments of the LORD,
and his statutes, which I
command thee this day for thy
good? 

It i snoteworthy to consider the
historical example in scripture
that when confronted with the
choice of obedience to man's
law when in opposition to God's
law we may find a saint in an
unlikely dwelling. Paul and Peter
were both imprisoned for voicing
the Gospel to the masses. Of
course discretion is the rule in
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these matters and it is not to be
considered just the exception.

So do the saints dismiss the
matters of men as being of no
moment with regard to their
conversion even in the sight of
the coming judgement.

Rev 18:4  And I heard another
voice from heaven, saying,
Come out of her, my people,
that ye be not partakers of her
sins, and that ye receive not of
her plagues. 

Rev 18:8  Therefore shall her
plagues come in one day, death,
and mourning, and famine; and
she shall be utterly burned with
fire: for strong is the Lord God
who judgeth her.

There is, however, a quiet
wisdom that allows for such
incidents as may cause one to
sin - unknowingly.

1Jo 5:16  If any man see his
brother sin a sin which is not
unto death, he shall ask, and he
shall give him life for them that
sin not unto death. There is a
sin unto death: I do not say that
he shall pray for it.

To whom then do the saints
display patriotism and
allegiance? To the polity and
Church of Zion.

THE CREED OF THE
ALEXANDRIAN CULT

1. There is no final authority
but God.

2. Since God is a Spirit,
there is no final authority that
can be seen, heard, read, felt, or
handled.

3. Since all books are
material, there is no book on this
earth that is the final and
absolute authority on what is
right and what is wrong: what
constitutes truth and what
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Things will get better -- despite our efforts
to improve them.

constitutes error.
4. There WAS a series of

writings one time which, IF they
had all been put into a BOOK as
soon as they were written the
first time, WOULD HAVE
constituted an infallible and final
authority by which to judge truth
and error.

5. However, this series of
writings was lost, and the God
who inspired them was unable to
preserve their content through
Bible-believing Christians at
Antioch (Syria), where the first
Bible teachers were (Acts 13:1),
and where the first missionary
trip originated (Acts 13:1-52),
and where the word Christian
originated (Acts 11:26).

6. So, God chose to
ALMOST preserve them through
Gnostics and philosophers from
Alexandria, Egypt, even though
God called His Son OUT of
Egypt (Matthew 2), Jacob OUT of
Egypt (Genesis 49), Israel OUT
of Egypt (Exodus 15), and
Joseph's bones OUT of Egypt
(Exodus 13).

7. So, there are two streams
of Bibles: the most accurate
though, of course, there is no
final, absolute authority for
determining truth and error: it is
a matter of preference are the
Egyptian translations from
Alexandria, Egypt, which are
almost the originals, although
not quite.

8. The most inaccurate
translations were those that
brought about the German
Reformation (Luther, Zwingli,
Boehler, Zinzendorf, Spener,
etc.) and the worldwide
missionary movement of the
English-speaking people: the
Bible that Sunday, Torrey,
Moody, Finney, Spurgeon,
Whitefield, Wesley, and
Chapman used.

9. But we can tolerate these
if those who believe in them will
tolerate US. After all, since there
is NO ABSOLUTE AND FINAL
AUTHORITY that anyone can
read, teach, preach, or handle,
the whole thing is a matter of
PREFERENCE. You may prefer
what you prefer, and we will
prefer what we prefer; let us live
in peace, and if we cannot agree
on anything or everything, let us
all agree on one thing: THERE IS

NO FINAL, ABSOLUTE,
WRITTEN AUTHORITY OF GOD
ANYWHERE ON THIS EARTH.

This is the Creed of the
Alexandrian Cult.
